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In the State of Connecticut, the School Meals Assistance Revenue for Transition (SMART) funds
has been enacted allowing all students to temporarily receive free breakfast and lunch meals
regardless of family income. Lisbon’s allocation will provide funding for free meals through Friday

December 16, 2022. On Monday December 19, 2022 the district will revert to charging for

meals. This is a revision to a memo from November 17, 2022.
